Guidelines for Showing Art at the I Street Art Studios

Some general information for members of the community who show art at the I Street Art Studios.  Non-I Street Artists are typically invited to show in certain open shows as announced on the Studios website, Facebook page, and at the studios. Many shows are reserved for resident members and their guests only.  Typically, February and July are months with open show.  Affiliate members show in January at the show reserved for their work.  Occasionally, resident artists may choose a well-known local artist to serve as a guest artist for their show. 

1.  All work must be original, no AI or use of copyrighted images.   2D works must be ready to hang with wire, no sawtooth hangers. Canvases less than 1/2’deep and paper works must be framed or gallery ready.  Any exceptionally heavy or large items must be preapproved by the show chair.  3D works should be ready to display on a table or pedestal or have prepared hanging elements.  

2. All works can be listed with a price or NFS.  No commission on sales is charged by the I Street Art Studios, although you must handle your own sales or ask someone to handle them for you.  We will make your phone/text available to buyers upon request.  You may place a Venmo/Zelle code on the back/underside of your work, if you allow Venmo/Zelle sales.  If the code is there, you give permission for your work to be sold via Venmo/Zelle.  

3. To participate in open shows, you must register.  This allows our show chairs to have the contact information of all participants.  From this information, you will be contacted about 2 weeks prior to the show with drop-off and label creation information.

4. The show chair reserves the right to decline to accept works that are not responsive to the show theme, which they judge to be inappropriate in some way or which are not prepared to hang in a secure way.

5. We use a link to collect the information about your artwork. You are responsible for the content.   From this information, we print the labels. To make attractive labels, we need to use a larger font, thus limit your label entries to 35 characters or less. You must put the name of the artwork and your name on the back/underside of your work so that we can place the correct label with the work.  Failure to enter label information will result in the work being hung with no label.  Only labels with the format, size, and style of the show label will be permitted.  No editing of labels permitted by the artist after the label is placed. Show chairs may edit label information.  

6. All work remains until the end of the show.  Sold work will have a red dot on the label.  No work can be removed from the gallery until 5 minutes after the closing time of the show.  

7. Drop-off dates are typically the Wednesday prior to the show.  Accommodations can be made if the times do not work for you.   You may have a friend or other submit your work for you.  A registration fee is typically required at the drop-off.  The current registration is $10 per item.

8. The I Street Art Studios’ mission is to facilitate artists and art in our community.  We are pleased to be able to showcase the works of new artists and artists who desire to share their works at our venue.   

9. Artists interested in solo shows or group shows (on non 2nd Saturday dates) should ask about our reasonable gallery usage rates and process.
